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Goals
I want the students to understand the strong connection between the Adufe drum and the Portuguese people. 
Objectives
Students will participate in many areas through this lesson including: understanding basic Portuguese history, understand the use of the Adufe in the Portuguese culture, make a personal connection by collecting their own personal items to be placed in their Adufe, develop their writing skills.
Content Standards 
6. Listening to music.
8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.
9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials
1. Writing paper
2. Pencil
3. White boards for a hard writing surface.
4. 5+ small meaningful personal items that each student has brought to class.
5. ROR Curriculum guide
6. ROR CD
7. Small baggies – enough for the entire class.

8. Stapler

9. CD player

10. A completed Adufe drum for display.

Student Skill Level
Prior to this lesson we would have already discussed ROR Chapter 1 pages 11 – 14. Special emphasis would be placed on the Adufe drum and facts such as due to the small size of the drum it was often taken by sailors on their travels to foreign lands and inside the drum personal items were sometimes placed as rattles. In preparation for this lesson each student would need to collect and bring to school at least 5 small personal items that rattle.
Procedure
1. As students enter the room I would have the ROR CD track 1 playing to set the mood. My finished Adufe drum would be on display.
2. Each student should have with them 5+ personal rattle items that will eventually be placed inside their drum (keys, buttons, coins, small pasta, etc). 

3. As students are entering they would pick up a white board (hard writing surface), pencil, paper and find their seat.
4. The music would fade and I would direct the students attention to the writing prompt on their paper. Making this experience as “magical” as possible, I would read the prompt. “Today we prepare to board our sailing ship from our Portuguese homeland to South America. Our journey will be extremely long and lonely. Although we will be among fellow explorers, music, dance and memories of home are important reminders of our heritage and will help us pass the time. List and describe each of the personal items that you have selected to place inside your drum. Tell why each is special to you.”
5. As the students are completing their writing assignment I would float around the room and assist as necessary. 
6. If students finish, volunteers could share their papers. 
7. Before students leave class, their personal items would be placed in a small baggie, stapled to their paper and collected. 

Student Product 
Each student will have written a description of the 5+ items they have selected to place inside their future Adufe drum. The items and descriptions should be well thought out and reflect personal hobbies, religion, celebrations, customs, etc.
Assessment
I will read through each student paper prior to their next class and make sure they followed the guidelines of the assignment. Because this is a very personal writing lesson I would make sure that any comments I made on their paper would not be critical of what items they selected to include, but rather how they supported their choice in writing. Did they make it clear as to why each item was special in their life?
Reflection 
If writing was a challenge for a particular student, they could dictate their thoughts to me as we worked together on the assignment. The success of this assignment would be the “magic” and sense on history that I would bring to their imagination. I want them to actually place themselves back to 1450 – 1550 and prepare for their historic journey to a new land with reminders of their homeland and culture. 
Resources
To extend this lesson, you could make the Adufe drum including their personal items inside, listen to ROR CD tracks # 2-10, perform rhythmic patterns found on ROR Curriculum, Chapter 1, page 16 and complete the ROR Chapter 1 Adufe Funsheets pages 1-2. The designs described on page 2 could reflect the personal items that the students have placed inside their drums.
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
