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Grade Category 1st – 5th 
Lesson Time 
Each activity can take 3 -10 min. depending on how long is needed.   
Goals 
To review names of drums/instruments and where they came from.
Objectives
1. The students will review a global study of the continents and countries.

2. The students will be able to name the drums/instruments.   
Content Standards 
8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.
9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Student Skill Level 
These activities could be used after all the instruments have been introduced or as an ongoing project as each one is introduced. 

Activity - Match Up Level I
Materials
1. The name of each instrument written on a 3 x 5 card.
2. The picture of each instrument on a 3 x 5 card.
Procedure 
1. Pass out the cards, one to a student.
2. Have the students find their partner (name/picture).
3. Students who do not have cards act as teachers to see if everyone found the right partner. 
4. Repeat activity until all have participated. 

Extension - Match up Level II

Materials
Make an additional set of cards that include the countries the instruments are from.
Procedure 
1. Pass out the cards, one to a student.
2. Have the students find their partners (name/picture/country).

3. Have all three students talk about the instrument they have and tell the class three facts they remember. 

Activity - Geography Level I

Materials
1. A laminated card with a small picture of each instrument, labeled, and a magnet on the back.
2. A world map with the continents only. 
Procedure
1. Place the world map on a magnetized board. 

2. Pass out the cards, one to a student.
3. Have the students place the card on the correct continent on the board. 

Extension - Geography Level II

Instead of the continents map, use an individual map of each continent and have the students find the country that their instrument is from.  

Activity - Comparison Chart/ Flip Chart

Materials
1. Construction paper/large poster and markers.
Procedure
Again, this activity can be used after all the instruments have been introduced or as an ongoing project as each one is introduced.

1. Place the names of the instruments across the top of a very large piece of paper.   

2. Down the side, list different areas for comparison (country, age, use, food technology, science, etc.) 
3. Fill in the chart before class to use as you present information or fill it in together as a class as a review. 
Extension: Comparison Chart Level II
Older students can fill in this chart as you go and use it as a study guide for a test. Another option is to use the chart as a test. Leave portions of the chart blank and let the students fill in the blanks for a grade. 

Student Product 
Final student product - varies with each activity. 

Assessment 
I will grade any papers used for a test. I will visually evaluate the students as they put the cards together and/or on the map. 
Reflection
1. I like to keep the younger kids moving. There are a variety of ways to match up the cards. 

a. Have the students with the pictures sit in the front of the room and let the students with 

the names stand behind them. 

b. Have one instrument name stand up front. Then have the country and the picture 


come up. Talk about them as a class. 

c. Call out one country and have everyone related to that country come up front. 

2. Laminated cards last much longer. 
Resources
