2. Students will experiment with producing the pitches

3. Students will create their own composition using the TUBS sheets

4. Students will practice playing their composition

5. Students will place their TUBS composition on the board  & then perform on the bongo

Students will have two assessments:
1. Written TUBS composition 

2. Performance of composition
Reflection 
Students may record their composition for listening evaluation. Students may create a composition for more than one bongo or incorporate other instruments. Group works to practice and perform their composition. Bongos are ideal for this first project because the two pitches allow more than just rhythmic creativity.
