Explain how the bongos are made and demonstrate.

Explain the martillo rhythm from Cuba

Procedure 
1.  Remove metal lids from both sides of can
2.  Hammer down any rough edges
3.  Put plastic lids on tops of cans

4.  Tape together cans
5.  Play the martillo rhythm

Student Product 
Homemade instrument and the ability to play basic rhythm with CD.
Assessment 
Participatory – Each student will make a set of bongos and play the martillo rhythm alone and with the group.

Reflection This lesson is inexpensive, easy to make and simple rhythms are easy to play for the middle grades.
