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Lesson Time 

This is a lesson easily divided into three 30-minute sessions if an hour and a half continuous time is not feasible.
Goals
My goal for this lesson is for the students to: 
1. Begin to understand and compare another culture with our own and recognize that we are all 
very much alike.  

2. See that inexpensive, simple materials can be used to make music.  
3. Be more respectful of instruments and interested in finding out how to make new and different 
sounds with many possibilities through experiential investigation with a drum   
4. Begin to recognize onomatopoeia. 
Objectives
SWBAT:

1. Recognize differing music styles

2. Compose a simple drum rhythm using varying sounds

3. Make a simple drum

4. Make a poster of directions on how to make a drum

5. Identify differences and similarities in two stories

6. Identify cultural differences and similarities in stories

7. Recognize words that generate emotions or are onomatopoeic

Content Standards
Music:

· identify and describe contrasting music styles

· identify, listen and respond to music of different composers

Science/Physical Science: 

· explore how things make sound

· explore and describe sounds produced by vibrating objects

Science/Inquiry:

· use evidence to develop explanations of scientific investigations

· recognize that explanations are generated in response to observations and events

Science/Technology:

· investigate why people make new products or invent new ways to meet their individual wants and needs

· communicate pictorially or in written form the design process used to make something

Social Studies/Societies:

· describe the cultural practice and products of people on different continents

· describe ways in which language, stories, folktales, music and artistic creations serve as an expression of culture

· explain how contributions of different cultures within the U.S have influenced our common national heritage

Language Arts/Reading Process:
· create and use graphic organizers (Venn diagram) to demonstrate comprehension

· compare and contrast information in texts with prior knowledge and experience
Language Arts/Literary Text:

· compares and contrasts different versions of the same story
· identifies words from texts that appeal to the senses
Language Arts/Communication:

· use active listening strategies, such as making eye contact and asking for clarification and explanation
· follow two-and three-step oral directions

· deliver an informational presentation that presents ideas in a logical sequence and maintains a clear focus and demonstrates an understanding of the topic
Materials
1. Max Found Two Sticks by Brian Pinkney
2. Drum, Chavi, Drum! By Myra L. Dole

3. Large Venn diagram

4. Assorted sizes large-mouth cans

5. Vinyl tape

6. Dowel rods

7. Sand paper squares

8. Poster-making supplies
Student Skill Level
1. Students need to pay close attention to details to stories so that they can make good 
comparisons.  

2. Students have to follow directions so that they can relay information on the poster to allow 
another to construct a drum correctly. 
Procedure
1. Teacher will read aloud Max Found Two Sticks and discuss Max’s emotional state and how it changes through the story.

2. Teacher will facilitate scientific inquiry on sounds that sticks make on various media and why.

3. Teacher will read aloud Drum, Chavi, Drum!, discuss how stories are similar or different and chart findings on Venn diagram.

4. Teacher will demonstrate how to make a drum and assist small groups in construction

(see Percussion Instrument Making Notes)

5. Teacher will re-read each story and students will demonstrate drum sounds

6. Students will work independently to create a poster using pictures and labels, giving directions on how to make a drum 

7. Teacher will allow students to explore drum rhythms, various media to use as sticks, and other media to be drummed on

8. Discussion on why media was used and where
Student Product
1. Students will collectively produce a large Venn diagram.
2. Each student will produce a poster showing how to construct a bongo drum.

Assessment
1. Students will make varying drum noises according to tension, vibrations, and construction

2. Students will demonstrate comprehension through participation in Venn diagram

3. Students will demonstrate understanding through poster on drum construction
Reflection
This lesson is an excellent introduction to sound, drum, and the comparison of culture (one being our own).  Students would be “hooked” when they learn they will make their own drum to play.
