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Lesson Time 
This will be a two session lesson. Part one will be construction of homemade bongos utilizing the Roots of Rhythm curriculum, and part two will be playing bongo exercises from the additional textbooks.

Goals
Trying to give students a grasp of basic bongo technique and giving them a sense of the Latin American culture.

Objectives
Some hands on work in the instrument building process as well as instrumental technique in playing their instruments.

Content Standards 
1. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
2. Reading and notating music.
3. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
4. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials
1. Roots of Rhythm book and CD.
2. Conga, Bongo and Timbale Techniques by David Charles.
3. Latin-American Percussion by Birger Sulsbruck.

4. Tin cans.

5. Tapes for head material and decorations.

6. Percussion Instrument Making Notes.

7. School bongos
Student Skill Level
Basic hand drum technique such as conga or Djembe technique would be the basis.
Procedure 
1. Students would observe the teacher in building the bongos.
2. Students would gather materials and build their own instruments. 
3. Second session would entail sound production on homemade instruments and school instruments.

4. Students would then play along with Roots of Rhythm CD and play exercises from the Charles and Sulsbruck texts.
Student Product 
Homemade instrument and exercise sheets. These could be translated in class into TUBS notation sheets.
Assessment
Students would have to play on of the examples individually for the class.
Reflection 
Materials could be brought from home in districts without the financial means to buy them. There are many more Latin American Music texts available for purchase as well. Teachers not interested in the performing aspect could have students do composition in the style of Latin American Music or have students write a paper about Latin American culture.

Resources 
1. Use of the Internet for more music examples. 
2. The Public Library can be used to borrow recordings and videotapes of the Latin American community and history. 
3. Students can detail many of the music examples by deciding which examples come from which region of Latin America.
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
