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Goals 
The goal of this lesson is for students to NOT feel limited when making sound effects.

Objectives  










1. Students will recognize a new instrument from an unfamiliar culture.

2. Students will create a story while incorporating the use of various percussion instruments and

 
other everyday items for sound effects.

Materials


1. Roots of Rhythm CD Chapter 3





2. Roots of Rhythm teacher’s guide, pages 23-27.

3. Various sound effects for stories....may use instruments, or have students “create” the sound.


Student Skill Level
This lesson allows students with all skill levels to actively participate, and feel they are positively contributing.

Procedure




1.  Begin with the background of Romania found on pg 23-27.

2.  While discussing friction drums, try to show other examples of friction drums..

A. .Brazillian - cuica, 

B. German - Rummelpott, 

C. Hungarian - kocsogduda 
D. Italian - caccavella, 

E. Malta - iz-zafzafa

F. Netherlands - rommelpot

G. Spain - zambomba

3.  Play CD of Buhai.

4.  After discussion of what the buhai sounds like, have students create a short story.  This would be fun group assignment!  Be sure that students understand that they need to incorporate several everyday sounds into their story. Example: shutting doors, phones ringing etc.

Student product
Group stories, lesson extension-creative rap.

Assessments 

1. Evaluation based on active participation during class.
2. Students will identify the unusual sound of a friction drum.

Lesson Extensions

Depending on the groups success of the stories, this lesson could be expanded to creating rhythmic rap using a variety of sound effects.

Reflection 
This lesson is designed for students to have limitless options.  Too many times, students have to follow strict guidelines.
