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Grade Category 2nd 
Lesson Time 1 – 40-minute class

Goals
Teacher will introduce the Buhai and provide learning experiences through listening in dynamics (forte/piano or loud/soft) as well as the opportunity to compose.

Objectives
Students learn techniques for playing Buhai and will perform and aurally identify varying dynamic levels with accuracy.

Materials

Student Skill Level  
Students are familiar with dynamic terms and can aurally identify percussion family of instruments.  They have not individually composed prior to this lesson.  

Procedure 
1. Play recording of Buhai (Track 25).  Teacher asks students to identify instrument being played in background (Drum) “How do you think this instrument is being played?” After listening to responses, teacher explains that sound is produced by horsehair friction and demonstrates drum sound.  Explains that the drum is meant to imitate the sound of an ox.   

2. Play recording of Buhai (Track 26). Describe dynamics-students spread hands apart/together to show dynamic level.  Show pattern on pg. 25 and have students play Buhai or rub hands across textbook to imitate sound shapes.  (dynamics) 

3. Map out dynamics using transparency, reviewing forte/piano.  Have students create their own dynamic piece individually to be played on the Buhai.  Five minutes will be given to create a piece 16 beats long to be performed solo.  

Student Product  Composition to be performed for others.
Assessment:  Oral, through question and answer and participatory through composition and performance.  

Reflection
If there is only one Buhai in class, students can share the instrument, passing it from one to another for performance purposes.  Learning is promoted through hands-on experience and involvement.
