Grade Category Elementary 4th
Lesson Time One 30-minute class

Goals
1. I want to work on the 4th grade concept of fact and opinion. 
2. I want to teach about other countries’ holidays that fall around Christmas time.  

Objectives  
1. The students will respond to the music in an appropriate way. 
2. The students will understand the science concept of friction. 

3. The students will be able to read the written graphic shapes. (crescendo/decrescendo)
4. The students will be able to find Romania on the world map. 
Content Standards
5. Reading and notating music.
6. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
7. Evaluating music and music performances.
8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.
9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials 
1. A Buhai, actual or hand crafted.  
2. A copy of the Buhai Fun Sheet for each student. 
3. The Roots of Rhythm cd, authentic track 25-27
4. The graphic notion from page 25 of the Roots of Rhythm curriculum written on the board. 

5.  A magnetic star.
6.  A magnetic picture of a Buhai. 

Student Skill Level
Students should know how to listen to and respect music with which they are not familiar.
Procedure
1. “What is Music?” discussion. Allow for students to give their opinion. Can hitting the wall be called music? What about screaming? Is the graphic notation on the board music? Where do animals fit in? What animal sound can you make? Is that music?
2. Teacher will play track 25 for class, asking them to respond appropriately.   
3. Teacher will explain some of the culture facts from page 24. (holiday celebration, age of drum, etc.).  
4. Students will find Romania on the world map. A star magnet will mark the spot. Discuss continents, countries, distance from Ohio, etc. 
5. Teacher will ask the students to demonstrate friction using anything they can find (classroom items or body parts). Discuss the science behind friction.  
6. Introduce the Buhai using the culture section of the curriculum, page 24. . A picture of the Buhai will be added to the world map.         
7. Discuss the graphic notation for the Buhai, including crescendo and decrescendo. 
8. Students will listen to track 28 and follow along the notation from the board. Some students may try the instrument. Some students may try to follow the graphic notation using the other items they found. 
9. Fun Sheets will be passed out and the information will be read together. Page two will be completed on their own and collected. The answers will be reviewed if time allows.   
Student Product
The students will turn in their Funsheets for a grade.  
Assessment
I will visually evaluate the students as they listen to the Buhai and not laugh! (  I will grade their Funsheets. 
Reflection
1. Listening: I always have my students close their eyes. “Closing our eyes makes our hearing 
stronger.” 
2. I will encourage my students to go home and see where they can find some friction. The next 
class would be the perfect time to hand craft their own Buhai using the Roots of Rhythm 
Percussion Instrument Making Notes. 
Resources
A timeline with all the drums/instruments learned would be good for review and could visually explain how old this instrument really is. 
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
