2. "Sound is vibration" rap that was previously written when students were in 5th grade.
3.  A chain-like jump rope for visual demonstration of sound waves.
4.  A trip to the media center to research Transylvania and vampires.

Student Skill Level 
Students will have a basic vocabulary and understanding about the physics of sound.  Students will need the skills necessary to navigate an internet search engine.
Procedure 
What are the steps (1, 2, 3, etc) that you will follow to achieve the lesson's objectives. What will you say? What will students see? What will they do?

1. Students will experiment with their Buhais to discover the low, medium, and high tone colors possible.
2. Students will review the rap written previously and to rediscover the terms vibration, longitudinal wave, frequency. 

3. Students will visualize sound waves through the use of the jump rope.
4. Students will look at a non-musical myth about Romania and the Transylvania region and vampires.
 

Student Product 
Research from Google about vampires and the ability to form sound wave facsimiles using a jump rope.  

Assessment
The evaluation will be seen through the successful attempts to change pitch on the Buhais and to visualize sound using the jump rope.
