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Lesson Time
1 class period, also may use extensions. (See below)

Goals
The goal of this lesson is to introduce a new music culture to students.

Objective  









1 Students will recognize a new instrument from an unfamiliar culture.

2. Students will demonstrate and differentiate between the open tone and bass strokes of the 
Djembe.

Content Standards
1. Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others.
6. Listening to, analyzing and describing music.

9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.

Materials


1. Djembe 

2. “Banuwa” - an African children’s song
3. Roots of Rhythm CD Chapter 4-5

4. Map of Africa or world globe.

Student Skill Level
This can be an introductory lesson into the ROR.  Students do not necessarily need any background in drumming or Africa.

Procedure
1. Review/teach “Banuwa”.  This is an African children’s song.

2. Follow R/R curriculum and teach geography and demographics of Guinea.  Be able to show students where it is!  Use a map, globe, or some type of specific visual.

3. Continue with the introduction of the Djembe.


a. At this time, teach the two basic strokes-bass and open tone. B.  Make sure and do 
several echoing patterns so students can hear the difference between the bass and open 
tone. 
4. Eventually, introduce the slap tone, which is more difficult to play) 4. Play Roots of Rhythm cd so students may hear Djembe being played correctly,

Extensions
1. Play “Banuwa” rhythms on Djembe. Add stroke variations.

2.  Introduce the TUBS (p.32) and teach the Aconcon and Doundoumba rhythms ensembles. 
3. Follow same lesson plan, but use a different African song.

Student Product 
If doing extension lesson, use TUBS grid.

Assessment:

1. Evaluation will be based on active participation and student responses in class discussion.

2. Students will correctly pronounce the words in “Banuwa” while singing.

3. Students will demonstrate the correct technique on the Djembe of the bass and open tone 
strokes.

Reflection
This lesson will serve as a format as to how quickly the class can multi-task.  Singing and drumming.
