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Grade Category 2nd – 3rd 
Lesson Time 45 minutes

Goals 
Students should be able to play the drums using correct strokes.

Objectives
1. Teach a call-response song

2. Reinforce high and low sounds

3. Reinforce bass, tone and slap strokes on a drum

4. Perform in an ensemble

5. Perform high and low tones on the dondo

Content Standards
1. Singing alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others.

3. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.

4. Identify and respond to music forms.

Materials
1. Djembes or similar type of drum

2. Dondos

3. Gankogui (double bell)

4. ROR CD 1

Student Skill Level
Students should have been introduced to the drum strokes previously and should understand what high and low sounds are. The background of the country also would have been taught before this lesson.

Procedure
1. Discuss type and style of song.

2. Locate the continent of Africa and the country of Ghana on a map.

3. Listen to the song.

4. Explain what vocables are and go over the pronunciation of the words.

5. Echo sing

6. Sing and add the movements.  Do this a couple of times.

7. Clap and pat the rhythm patterns of the song and show the high and low pitches.

8. Have the students play the first phrase on the Dondo. (High, high, low, high)

9. Have the students play the next three phrases on the Djembe using the bass and tone strokes for the high and low sounds.  Each of these phrases has the same rhythm but different high-low patterns.

10. Play the last phrase on the double bell. End with a slap on the word, Hey!

11. Leader sings the call and the instruments respond.

12. Combine all instruments together, and add the song and the movements.

13. Choose a student to sing the leader part and perform the song again.

Student Product 
The enjoyment of performing in an ensemble of singing, instruments and movement.

Assessment
Participatory.

Reflection
This is a song that children enjoy singing and moving to.  Adding the instruments gives it the extra flair and style.  It is a lesson that involves the whole class performing at once.  Singing, moving or playing.  All parts can be interchanged among the students.  It definitely can be used as part of a music program. “Kye Kye Kule” is a great song for special learners.
