Lesson Time One forty-minute lesson 
Goals 
1. Students will gain awareness of Ghana’s culture including elements such as rhythm of speech 
and its relation to the Dondo, dress and lifestyle.  
2. Students will gain understanding of cultural differences.  

Objectives  
1. Students will use previously made Dondo to emulate different sounds of the world around us.  2. Students will then write a story incorporating different sounds of the Dondo to help portray the 
meaning of the words.
Content Standards 

2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

4. Composing and arranging music within specified guidelines.

8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.

9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.

Materials
1.  Paper/pencil

2.  Dondos 

Student Skill Level   
Students will need to know how to use their talking drum.  
Procedure: What are the steps (1, 2, 3, etc) that you will follow to achieve the lesson’s objectives. What will you say? What will students see? What will they do?

1.  Class will begin by students experimenting on their instruments through a drum circle.
2.  Students will demonstrate different sounds and discuss what they think each sound could represent.
3.  Students will be given a rubric and asked to work in groups to create a story using different sounds of the Dondo
4. Students will present their story using the Dondo sound effects.
Student Product  
Students will have a written story with each of their own invented notation to communicate how to play the instrument. 
Assessment
Presentations will be evaluated by using the previously given rubric.
Reflection
This would be a good lesson to include students with learning or physical differences, because the group work allows other students to help them.
