Lesson Time 35 minutes
Goals 
1. I want the students to experience writing a non-traditional form of music.  
2. I want the students to experiment with high, middle and low sounds on their instrument.   
3. I want the students to conduct a piece of music they have written.
Objectives  
1. The students will make a Dondo (talking drum).  
2. The students will write a song for the rest of the class to perform.  
3. The students will be able to play their drum and try to make it talk.
Content Standards
2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
5. Reading and notating music.
6. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
7. Evaluating music and music performances.
8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.
9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials
1. TUB notation Sheet
2. Pencils
3. Talking Drums
Student Skill Level
Intermediate
Procedure
1. Student will already have their talking drum made.
2. Students will create their own symbols for notation.
3. Student will use their own notation and a TUB sheet to create their own song, using H for High sounds, M for middle sounds and L for low sounds.
4. Students will direct their own song with the class.
Student Product 
1. Student will have a Talking Drum to take home with them.
2. Student will create notation and a song

Assessment 
1. Students will finish a TUBS notation sheet.   
2. Students will direct their piece for the class.
3. Student will complete a Talking Drum.  
4. Student will actively participate in all these activities.  
Reflection
Students will, at some point in post lesson or preparatory lesson, study the history and culture of the country. The classroom teacher might participate in this part of the history lesson.  Students may also try to have their drum talk and say short phrases.
