Procedure 
1. Students read aloud p. 1 Chapter 5 Funsheet.
2. Demonstrate the squeeze technique on the Dondo.

3. Demonstrate the Lakota drum playing technique.

4. Explain the Venn Diagram to students.

5. Pass around both drums for students to play while working on the Venn Diagram.

6. Listen to R.O.R. CD #59, then play again and clap rhythm (Lakota drum).
7. Listen to R.O.R. CD #42, then play again and clap rhythm (Dondo drum).

Venn Diagram on Funsheet.

Check Venn Diagrams; visually assess their playing of the two drums and clapping the rhythms.
