Student Skill Level  
Have students play Dondo and perform folk dance to “Kelo aba w’ya”
Procedure  
1. Create a high low drum pattern on Dondo using Orff arrangement in book.  Hand drum notation would be assigned the high pitch and the low drum notation would be the low pitch.  

2. Practice this pattern until students are proficient.

3. Review the dance steps to the folk dance “Kelo aba w’ya.”
4. Divide class into two groups one for dancing and one for drumming.

5. Using the practice tempo have each group perform its parts.

6. Switch groups so all may practice both parts.

Student Product  
A performance piece to be performed for the school.

Assessment  
As students practice drumming and dancing observe the improvement in skills.
