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Lesson Time This is one forty-minute lesson.
Goals
1. Students will understand the similarities and differences between the Kakko and the Dondo.  
2. Students will obtain continued development of notational skills.

Objectives  
1.  Students will make a Kakko from a Dondo.  
2.  Students will read and play a piece of music as an ensemble.

Student Skill Level   
Students will need to have basic understanding of notation.  Students will need to know how to make a mallet.
Procedure 

1.  Students will discuss the way a Dondo makes sound followed by a guided discussion of how to make the Dondo sound different.

2.  The students will then create a Kakko by placing tape around the center of the Dondo.

3.   Students will complete Funsheet Chapter 6 and briefly learn about Japanese culture.

4.  After listening to Japanese music students will begin to read music from the TUBS notation and perform on their instruments as an ensemble.
