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Goals
The students will gain an understanding and be able to perform the Kakko free and measured rhythms.  They will play and use the terms, introduction and coda.

Objectives
1. Teach the terms introduction and coda.

2. Play free and measured Kakko rhythms.

3. Play xylophone accompaniment.

4. Sing a song in Japanese.

Content Standards
1. Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

3. Reading and notating music.

4. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.

5. Identify and respond to musical form.

Materials
1. Large drums (Taiko)

2. Small drums (Kakko)

3. Cymbal with mallets (Shoko)

4. Xylophones

5. Bells

Student Skill Level  
1. TUBS notation and Kakko rhythms would have already been introduced.

2. Students would have already played them in a previous lesson.  
3. They would have an understanding of reading and playing rhythms with the quarter, eighth and 
half notes.  
4. The song would also have been learned ahead of time.

Procedure
1. Today we are going to learn the words introduction and coda.  What do you say when you introduce yourself to someone?  You usually introduce yourself or say hello before you begin a conversation.  Music is the same.  Before we sing, there is music that is played on one or more instruments.  This is called an introduction.  Coda is the Italian word for “tail”.  Where is the tail on a dog?  The coda is the music that is sometimes played after the song is over, or in instrumental music, it is a short theme played at the end.

2. Review the Kakko rhythms.

3. Teach the xylophone accompaniment.  

a. Bass xylophone – rhythm (ta ta ta-ah) F & C’ simultaneously. 

b. Alto xylophone - rhythm (titi ta titi ta) FG  A   C’D’  C’    

c. Bells – rhythm (ta-ah) C’

4. Introduction; play the Kakko free rhythm 3X through, followed by 16 beats of the xylophone rhythms; begin singing the song, continue playing xylophones throughout.  Coda; play 8 more beats of the xylophone rhythms followed by Kakko measured rhythms 4X through.

5. So that all students have the opportunity to play, perform this song several times.

Student Product
The students will have the opportunity to play in an ensemble.  Improve their understanding of the Kakko rhythms.

Assessment
Performance.  Students will take a written exam on identifying free rhythms and identifying the quarter, eighth and half notes.

Reflection
An extension of this lesson would be to add movements. You could also use colorful streamers. The words have to do with birds flying and eating grain.  Your special learners would do very well with the movements. This would be a great addition to a multi-cultural program.
