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Grade Category Early Childhood (Pre-k – 2)

Lesson Time
This lesson could be completed in a 30-minute session.
Goals
1. I want the students to recognize the skill necessary to make different sounds on the drum.
2. A familiar perspective on similar stories but very diverse cultures should be understood after 
the lesson.

3. Confidence in their ability to predict occurrences in familiar story will be attained.
4. I want to empower the students to use their newly acquired knowledge of how vibrations make 
sounds to explore using other media and various hand configurations to make new 
sounds on the drum.
Objectives
SWBAT:

1. make various sounds on Kakko drum

2. describe sounds and explain different ways that sounds are made

3. make predictions during read-aloud

4. compare Sh-Ko story to Cinderella, Joseph/Dreamcoat, Gingerbread Boy, and Emperor’s New Clothes
5. compare cultural practices of characters in above-mentioned stories

6. explain choices of kinds of sounds made for different occurrences and emotions

Content Standards
Music:

· Identify and describe contrasting music styles

Science/Physical Science: 

· Explore how things make sound

· Explore and describe sounds produced by vibrating objects

Social Studies/Societies:

· Describe the cultural practice and products of people on different continents

· Describe ways in which language, stories, folktales, music and artistic creations serve as 
an expression of culture
Social Studies/Skills and Methods:

· Obtain information from oral, visual and print sources
· Predict the next event in a sequence

Materials
1. Sh-Ko and His Eight Wicked Brothers, a story retold by Ashley Bryan

2. Chart paper or chalk-board
3. Previously made Kakko drums and various mallets and sticks
Student Skill Level
1. Students need to be good listeners, ready to make predictions and comparisons. 

2. Students need phonemic awareness so that they can use letters to represent the sounds that 
are being made in the story and by the drum.

3. Students need to be respectful of others’ choices of sounds that they feel match the story.

Procedure
1. Teacher will read Sh-Ko aloud to the class, pausing to ask for possible next events and for other stories with similar occurrences.
2. Teacher will chart students’ remarks

3. Students will use drums to make sounds:

a. Brothers walking along path (L-R)
b. Sh-Ko walks, straining with weight
c. Voices of brothers, Sh-Ko, rabbit,  and crocodile
d. Rabbit bouncing across crocodiles’ backs
e. Crocodile jaws snapping!
f. Rabbit rolling on cattails
g. Dismissal of 8 wicked brothers
h. Happy Sh-Ko
Student Product
Students will each produce a pictorial account of various sounds. 
Assessment
Students will use paper folded in half to draw:

1. Picture of one of the drum choice sounds
2. Other half of the paper to be used for letters to make the sounds that they caused the drum to 
make (e.g. chh, chh)
Reflection
I would use this lesson at the beginning of the unit on sound so that they get a taste of the differences in sounds that can be produced on the drums and the emotions or happenings that can be portrayed through those sounds.
