Title Lakota Drum/Tribe

Grade Category 5th  
Part of a larger unit-The Tribes of North America. This lesson will be teamed and taught in the Social Studies classroom grade 5. Part of a 60 minute lesson.

Goals To experience a simple Lakota dance and drum beat.  
Objectives  
1. By listening to various CD tracks students will compare and contrast Lakota music using 
instrumentation/tempo/mood/voice. 
2. Students will also move and play to the CD and to the Honor Beat.

Content Standards 
2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
3. Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments.
6. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials
1. ROR CD tracks 58-63

2. Kevin Locke CD track 7 “Prairie Chicken Song” Keepers of the Dream-EarthBeat records
3. Frame Drums from GM room and beaters 
4. Rattles from band room and GM room

5. Package tape, scissors

6. ROR Curriculum Book p. 50

7. Worksheet-flag/drum—these are in a file at school

Student Skill Level
Students will already have studied the culture and geography of the Lakota tribe and the significance colors/history of the people.
Procedure 
Guided Listening Q and A format

1. Play CD 58 for drum beat and for voice Asked what they think is happening. What happened to the tempo? And why they think this happened.
2. Play CD 59 Listen for how the beat is different than 58. Do they notice and other sounds besides drums and voice? Rattles - What might be happening in this song?

3. Play KL CD 7 what instrument is playing—what feeling do they get? Why only drum/voice/rattle and flute?
4. Compare 58 and 59 and KL track 7 discuss bold items above. 
5. Introduce Lakota Drum-structure/decorations/colors of Tribe and importance of colors

6. Distribute drums/beaters/tape/scissors
7. Show how to make a + handle for the frame drum from package tape—do it

8. Show how to strike the drum—echo 4 beats “hear, see and do” page 50 ROR Curriculum line 2

9. Ask for notation ideas—put on board-should like p. 50 line 2
10. Review Dance—toe, heal ½ Dance ½ play to Honor Beat --add rattles with a few children

11. Assign drum/flag decorating sheet.

Student Product
Each student will do a color worksheet for the Lakota drum/flag for homework.
Assessment 
Evaluation is participatory-dance, play drum, play rattle. Also students will return the decorated picture of the Lakota drum and beater—with the correct colors of the Tribe- Red/Yellow/Black/White p. 47 ROR.

Reflection 
Student learning is promoted because it is a guided exploratory activity. Also this relates to Art Medium because they can use crayons/markers/pastels/watercolors/colored pencils—whatever to color the picture.

Resources 
The next level of this lesson would be to add the vocals in the chest voice and off the beat. I would not do this with them only because the 5th grade GM teacher ALWAYS works with them in the head voice.
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
