Procedure 

1.  Students should discuss what they know about the Native Americans and make a list to contrast what they learn.

2.  Students should get into groups with assigned roles.

3.  Students will use computer to find out about culture.

4.  Students will create a visual representation (poster, power point, play, etc.)  to depict what they learn.

5.  Students will build instruments.  

6.  Students will read notation and perform in ensembles.

7.  As a class, students will do all of these things on the designated Powwow Day.

Possibly posters, power point, instruments

Assessment 
Each level of the project will be evaluated using a rubric. 

Reflection  
This is a project that the students can look forward to over a period of time and parents could even be invited to the final day to observe what their children have been learning.
