Lesson Time Two 35-minute music sessions or more.
Goals 
1. Experience authentic dance.  
2. Experience vocal exploration of a different form. 
3. Experience Lakota drum playing. 
4. Experience listening to authentic Lakota music.
Objectives  
Students will create vocals, drumming and authentic dance movements while listening to traditional Lakota music.
Content Standards
1. Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
3. Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments.
4. Composing and arranging music within specified guidelines.
9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials
1. Roots of Rhythm CD
2. Jingle bells ankle wraps
3. Lakota Drums
Student Skill Level  
Beginner
Procedure
1. Students will have already made their Lakota Drums.
2. Students will listen to authentic Lakota Indian music.
3. Students will be asked to stand up and try the toe/heel dance movement with the music
4. Students will stand and move in a circle to the music with the new toe/heel dance step with jingle bells on their ankles.
5. Students will be divided into two groups. One group will play their Lakota drum and one group will dance. They will switch parts on another day.
6. Students will add vocals to this activity. Students will be then divided into three groups:  one vocal group, one movement group and one drumming group.
Student Product 
The students will have a drum to take home at the end of the year or end of the unit, according to teacher preference and storage space availability.
Assessment 
Students will actively participate in making the drum. Students will actively participate in the dance steps.   Students will actively participate in playing the drum. Students will actively participate in vocal exploration.
Reflection  
This lesson should hit a variety of learners. You are including creating a drum, movement, vocal exploration, playing the drum and listening to an authentic Lakota Indian music sample. 
Students and all teachers can be discussing the history of the Lakota Indians while this whole process is occurring.
