Procedures

1. Show real Lakota drum and play.
2. Make a Lakota drum following directions in Percussion Instrument Making Notes.
3. Discuss flag, size and population, geography and culture, background and history, culture, instruments and rhythms found in book on page 45 to 47 while you are making the drum together.
4. Listen to CD #59 and discuss the heartbeat.
5. Learn to play the four Lakota Dance rhythms on our own Lakota drum.

Student Product 

1. Students will have made their own Lakota drum.

2. Students will be able to play their drum in the style of the Lakota Indians.

1. Observation
