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Lesson Time

Part of a larger unit. This lesson will be teamed and taught in the Social Studies classroom grade 6. Part of a 60 minute lesson

Goals
Science-relate molecules/unzip theory with the tape. Waves relate slow-low-loose-big, fast-high-tight-small

Objectives
Students will create their own Naqqara and play 2 rhythms: the fast 8 Ayub and Slow 9 Karsilama

Content Standards
2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
5. Reading and notating music.
6. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
7. Evaluating music and music performances.
9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials 
1. 2-I side open and one side closed smooth cans 4x7-5x7, 2 chop sticks per child
2. PVC tape
3. Hacksaw 1/2'” taped end
4. TUBS notation for Ayub and Karsilama
5. Cymbals (high hat), snare (Davul), toms (Kos) –from drum set

6. ROR p. 56 Ayub and Karsilama rhythms on the white board

7. CD #67-76

Student Skill Level
Students will just be beginning their study of the culture and geography of Turkey. Relate drum function to colonial times they studied in gr. 5 Military and use –call to order, sos, important person etc…Note the (Duval) is a very old drum and way predates the colonial military drum. The Naqqara is the precursor to the modern tympani.

Procedure: I will demo for the kids and make a set—they will watch-they can find a partner

1. Anchor tape top of each can and put a head on one side of each do this by + and –  then a layer horizontal a layer vertical, pull tight
2. Tape cans together put a wad of tape between so they don’t make noise against each other if needed 
3. Chop sticks make a “lollipop” out of each stick and tape, wrap the handle and tape, wrap the handle
4. Review steps and put on board 

a. How to tape top head and why important to tic tac toe or star

b. Review how to “cut” tape molecule unzip

c. Pull tight—what drum should be higher-small one

d. Tape together—why the wad separator-no knocking

e. Sticks-balled end—not too big-mallet needs to match the drum

5. Partners get supplies and build—give them a time frame--15 min.

6. Cleanup and reseat—demo volunteers so they can show new drums
7. Play and teach Ayub TUBS notation on board 4 lines and play as an ensemble
8. Play and teach Karsilma TUBS notation on board 4 lines and play as an ensemble 

Student Product
1. Funsheet ROR

2. Naqqara of their very own—built by them 

3. Chance to play Ayub and KArsilama rhythms as an ensemble
Assessment
Written Funsheet for evaluation from ROR curriculum. Self evaluation—Did my drum have 2 pitches? Was I able to play both rhythms as I looked at them off the TUBS notation?

Reflection
1. Pairing helps children see another way to do things and a weak can be pared with a stronger child also a special needs can be paired with a more able child working together is a valuable community skill. 
2. Many PTOs will help fund this type of classroom supply need. 
3. Play Carnaval music as the children enter and exit—discuss what they heard and noticed—it takes 3 times for it to “become their own” –so play the same thing a few times.
Resources
Bring class down to BR to see modern day tympani and let them have a try with the pedal—also explain how the rim moves.
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
