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Grade Category 5th – 6th
Lesson Time Several periods and/or a large unit.

Goals
Learn a Turkish song and play a pitched instrument while using the skills of ostinatos with non-pitched instruments.

Objectives
Create a rhythmic accompaniment, (ostinato) play a pitched instrument while singing a Turkish song.
 

Content Standards
1. Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

3. Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments.

4. Composing and arranging music within specified guidelines.

5. Reading and notating music.

Materials 

1. Share the World Music: Songs from Asia and Oceania “Uskudar” p. 65

2. Share the World Music:  CD #2 selections 9-10

3. TUBS Sheet or visual aid pg. 106-107 #33-34

4. Bells, recorders, drums or body percussion

5. Chalkboard

6. Pencils/paper

7. Paper keyboard

8. Cleaning solution if you have to share recorders

Student Skill Level
Students should of already experienced ostinatos and eighth/sixteenth note rhythms, have concept of rhythm sheets or TUBS sheets and some work with bells/recorders. 
Procedure 

1. Introduce song (Play it) and ask questions about language/country etc. 

2. Play ostinato that is written on board. 2/4 time, 4 eighth notes followed by 4 sixteenth notes and a quarter note. Draw repeat sign at end. Ask students to identify what you are patting. Review ostinato if needed.

3. Do ostinato in call/response form for students. When they are comfortable, have students rearrange the rhythm creating a new ostinato. Have students volunteer and perform the new ostinato leading the call part.

4. Have students write examples of these new ostinatos down on paper or on the board. Then try to perform them with the song.
5. Use visual aid 33 or pg. 65 to break down the harder rhythms (dotted-eighth sixteenth, eighth & two sixteenth) Clap rhythms and speak rhythms using words of song. Echo sing the song with either a strong singing student or the teacher.

6. Work in groups to create a non-pitched accompaniment. It should use 2 repeating eight beat phrases except the last beat of the second phrase should be a quarter note. Students should use visual aid 34 to complete this or write it on their own paper. 

7. Transfer rhythms to body percussion first, then to non-pitched instruments if available.

8. Now sing the song with examples of the new rhythmic accompaniment. Teacher to write them on board for class to see. Practice them first without the song then add music.

9. Using bells/recorders add a simple quarter note eighth note melodic accompaniment. Again, you would have 2 repeating phrases and each phrase should end with a half note. Best notes to choose would be E, F#, G, A, B, C. Teacher pick notes best suited for chord structure while letting students pick rhythms.

10. If students have no experience with recorders/bells, this is where you would teach these parts. If not enough instruments for the whole class, students can practice fingerings on pencils and others can play paper key boards while waiting for turns. Remember with the recorders dip/clean mouthpieces before letting others play them and clean them when last student if finished with the instrument.

11. Review song. Then pick a non-pitched and a pitched accompaniment to perform with the song. You could review this as many times as you wanted until you can up with a good non-pitched and pitched accompaniment that fit the song best. (since you would have a lot of choices to choose from.)

12. When the teacher (or class if you wanted) selected the best accompaniments for this song, divide the class into three sections and assign their parts. Repeat so as all students get to play all three parts.         

Student Product
Ability to write non-pitched and/or pitched accompaniments for a song and the ability to perform

these accompaniments with the song. 

Assessment
This will be done on participation and performance of the song and the 2 accompaniments by 

observation or video? 
Reflection
Give the students guidelines for the written accompaniments and rules for when to play instruments. When students do not follow rules especially with instruments in their hands (in my classes) they know it is harder to learn and generally not as much fun. Use/practice as many student examples as possible to keep them involved with lesson. Stress small groups are to help each other and should not be run by one person. Assign duties for each person. Keep students busy and involved in lesson. This lesson promotes learning because most students (especially if it involves a performance) do not want to embarrass themselves in front of classmates or parents. So generally, most will give their best.
