Objectives 

1.   Students will apply cooperative learning skills in making the naqqara

2.    Students will expand listening skills as they hear and compare naqqara

        rhythms to western marching/military music 

3.    Students will expand sound discrimination skills (high, low) and recreate

       basic march rhythms

Student Skill Level
Students will have understanding of regular/steady beat and will have kept simple rhythms by pencil tapping or clapping using TUBS charts.  Students will have had experiences listening to and commenting on music pieces.

Procedure

1.   Discussion of music in the children’s lives and of music in other countries.

      Ask children to bring CDs/tapes of music that they like or of their cultural

      background to school.

2.   For several weeks before naqqara lessons play Souza marches and the

      classical and Turkish pieces cited to provide listening experiences and 

      familiarity with the rhythms.  Learn about Turkey and use maps.

3.   Enlist parent volunteers if possible. Gather drum making materials, discuss

      following directions and sequencing skills, and make directions chart.

      Review cooperative group guidelines and make drum and beater. 

4.   Practice naqqara rhythm patterns using TUBS charts.  Provide both small

      and large group experiences for playing the rhythms..

Student Project

1.   Completed drum and drum TUBS pattern

2.   Small groups reproduce or develop march patterns for class activity.

3.   Each small group play march pattern while classmates march. 

4.   Have children exchange and play each others TUBS patterns.

1.  Teacher assessment based on participation and and cooperative group

      social skills   

2.   Student self-assessment of participation

3    Teachers assessment of march rhythm patterns based on small

       group performance

Reflection

It’s important that the students have multiple pre-lesson listening experiences.

If possible, provide copies of the CDs for the students to borrow and take to play at home.  During the drum making activity it’s helpful to have other adult hands to help the children.  An extension of the lesson is to add cymbals (zils) to the patterns.  Another extension is to go cross grade level and present performance 

for other classes.  Remember, kids inspire each other so share what you do!
