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Lesson Time
This lesson should take a maximum of two to three 50 minute class periods to create the drum and possibly up to three to four to learn the authentic notated rhythmic parts from the Bateria (bat-ah-EE-ah) as well as compose their own rhythms. This is one component of a larger unit studying the specific style of Brazilian samba called Batucada (bah-too-KAH-dah).
Goals
1. The goal of this lesson is for every student in the class to create their own personal Tamborim, decorate their instrument and perform authentic rhythmic parts used in the Batucada unit as notated in the TUBS format.  We will listen to various examples of Brazilian groups for the various Tamborim patterns.  
2. Cross-curricular goals include students understanding the influence of the Portuguese language on instruments, music and culture in Brazil.  
3. We will study the history of the instrument traveling from Portugal in the 1500’s.  
4. Science will be used in the investigation of the material utilized in the creation of their own instrument as well commercially made instruments, opening discussion and learning about molecular structure and alignment, synthetics vs. organic material, and various materials used in today’s manufacturing.  
Objectives
1. Students will take ownership of their learning by constructing their own Tamborim and Baqueta.  During the allotted class time for making their instrument and during a transition phase from construction to performance, various Brazilian recordings will be playing as reference and inspiration.  If time permits, a short and specific discussion will take place before the performance phase begins about what the students are hearing and the role of the Tamborim in the ensemble.  
2. Students will read and perform various rhythms noted in TUBS form.  Small groups will be established with leaders to assist students who may have difficulty in the later playing examples.  Upon mastery of the notated rhythms, students can create their own Tamborim rhythms with copied blank TUBS notation forms from the Roots of Rhythm.  
 

Content Standards
1. Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
3. Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments.
4. Reading and notating music.
5. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
6. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials
Instrument Making Supplies-Tamborim
1.  Cardboard can cut 2” deep X 6” diameter

2.  PVC tape (colored)

3.  Talcum Powder

4.  Markers
Instrument Making Supplies-Baqueta
1.  Styrofoam cut 1” wide X 3” long

2.  Masking tape (colored)

3.  Kabobs skewers

4.  Hacksaw blade-1/2 taped

Handouts

1.  One TUBS form with notated authentic Tamborim rhythms for every student.
2.  One blank TUBS form for creating of student’s composition.
3.  Detailed directional hand out on creating their Tamborim and Baqueta. 
Student Skill Level
Students will be prepared by drawing from their experience in previously creating the Buhai; a Romanian friction drum.  The Tamborim is similar in design with the exception of the friction tape and the added small half-moon notch cut out of the shell for ease of figure dampening technique.  There will need to have some working knowledge of TUBS notation to execute the performance aspect of the lesson.  
Procedure 
1.  As students enter the class, a created Tamborim and Baqueta as well as all the nessary materials for their creation will be on display.  Commercially manufactured Tamborims and Baqueta will also be on display for students to observe.  This will give each student specific idea of timbre and physical attributes of this instrument before construction.
2. The instructor will make a Tamborim and Baqueta allowing students to ask questions during the creation process.
3.  Students will then make their own Tamborim and Baqueta under the supervision of the instructor.   
4.  The class will then come together and begin working on the assigned TUBS notated rhythms.
5.  Upon completion and mastery, students will create a small pattern and perform it for the class.

6.  Finally, we will add this instrument to the others covered in our Brazilian unit.
Student Product 
Students will:

1. Create a Tamborim and Baqueta.  
2. Compose a short Tamborim rhythm with TUBS notation.  
3. Possess a greater understanding of a specific instrument in the Brazilian Bateria or drum 
section.
Assessment
Evaluation will be participatory in creation of instrument and the written composition.  There will be an individual playing exam on the assigned notated TUBS rhythms at the end of the unit.
Reflection 
Special population learners can easily participate in this lesson and many others, under the assumption that there is a paraprofessional in the classroom assisting the student working in concert with the instructor.  Cost of the instruments is very minimal.  Put the word out with moms feeding babies with formula or people who drink hot cocoa.  These cans are ideal and easy to cut.  One good size sheet of Styrofoam will take care of the Baqueta handles and a small bag of skewers will cover many broken prongs or sticks during rehearsal.  If financially viable, the following supplementary materials are strongly encouraged to inspire and assist in internalizing and learning.
