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Lesson Time One class period (35-40 minutes)

Goals 
The goal of this lesson is to show students that just because countries may be geographically near one another, they can have completely different sounds to their traditional music. 
Objectives
The students will: 
1. Compare and contrast the traditional music styles of Japan and Thailand. 
2. Demonstrate knowledge of both countries by playing various rhythms and instruments for each 
country. 
Content Standards
2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
5. Reading and notating music.
6. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
7. Evaluating music and music performances.
8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.
9. Understanding music in relation to history and culture.
Materials
1. ROR curriculum and cd
2. Instruments used or made for each country (Japan and Thailand)
3. Writing utensils
4. Overhead, chalkboard, or dry erase board to show work. 
5. Worksheet with questions that will prompt critical thinking about each country (made by teacher 
before class)
Student Skill Level
More advanced. The students previous to this lesson will need to have studied both cultures. They will need to be familiar with each one in order to accurately depict similarities and differences. 
Procedure
1. Students will quickly review Japan and Thailand using ROR materials (and any others that have accumulated for each country).
2. Draw a large Venn diagram on the board. Write Japan on one side, Thailand on the other, and both in the middle.
3. Have students name things that are specific to each country. 
4. Have students name things that are the same in each country
5. Discuss- Example questions, can add to list: 


a. Are there any similarities? 

b. How does geographic location affect the differences? 

c. How are the drums the same? 

d. How are they different? 

e. Do the drums have the same or different roles in compositions? 

f. How is the notation the same/different? 

(Add to the diagram as well)
Student Product
The product is a thoroughly completed Venn diagram. You will be able to see the objectives met by the written product. 
Assessment
The evaluation in this case is written. 
Reflection
It is possible that this activity could go longer than one class period. If the discussion and analyzing is going well, allow time to extend lesson. 
Resources
Using the listening samples will be your best asset.
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
