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Grade Category 2nd, 5th (6th?) 

Lesson Time Several periods to part of a larger unit.

Goals 
Want the students to respect/appreciate music from other countries, learn/read new words/language from another country, identify difference in body parts from a human vs. an elephant.

Objectives
Play an instrument while keeping the steady beat and create movements. 
 

Content Standards  

1. Singing, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.

7. Evaluating music and music performance. 

8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.

Materials
1. Share the World - Songs from Asia and Oceania p. 3 - “Chang”

2. CD #1-2

3. Song Map p. 72

4. ROR directions for making tom-toms and congas

5. Rulers

6. Poster board, construction paper, 8x5 sheet paper

7. Materials for making the above two drums

8. Yarn or tape

9. Markers/pencils/crayons

Student Skill Level
Should have understanding of steady beat, body percussion, body movements. 
Procedure
1. Build instruments from ROR instructions for congas/bass drums. Discuss history/culture of these. Ask questions.

2. Introduce song by giving examples of a description of an elephant. Ask students to guess. 

3. Look at elephant song map and describe each part. (Reference to sizes of parts – long trunk etc.) 

4. Tell students they will be learning a song about parts of an elephant.

5. Explain that the drums and body movements will be taught later for the performance of “Chang”.

6. Listen to song as pointing out the different elephant parts.

7. Have students draw their own visual of an elephant and name its parts in English and Thai. (Art connection)

8. Have students show each part by making a body shape as they sing the song. 

9. Repeat song singing/listening then asking questions about: How many times is Chang sang at the beginning? Does it match the number of elephants at the bottom of map? Do the notes of the word Chang stay the same or are they different? 

10. Use the listening CD and practice the pronunciation of song. Point to the elephant parts as the words are sang.

11. Have students pat steady beat as they sing song.

12. Add movements of having students stress big slow steps. Step on the 1st and 3rd beats of measure. Have students practice steps when music has no singing going on.  

13. After comfortable with this, add drums. Keep the beat with the drums while singing and step on the 1st and 3rd beat of each measure when there is no singing going on.

14. Form two groups having one group sing and keep beat, while the other group does their steps when there is no singing. Switch parts and assess/grade on objectives. Possibly have students give criticism of even smaller groups.

15. Discuss when was beat played and when was movement used.

16. To end lesson have students/teacher find out actual size of an elephants foot. Either draw it on sturdy paper or outline it on the floor with yarn or tape. Ask students to figure out how many of our feet would fit inside the foot of an elephants. (Math Connection) 

Student Product
A drum, visual sheet, footprint sheet, skills of singing/playing a drum, movement to music.

Assessment
Performance of the two different groups as groups and as individuals for a letter grade (on both parts) Have smaller groups evaluated by the other students. 
Reflection
With all my students, (especially special needs) they want to be doing something. The more that they are involved, the less discipline problems I have. In the regular classroom though, I would probably only use this lesson for grades 2-4. A good chance to allow for individual and group performances as we can use the instrument for other lessons as needed. Cross connections of subjects would include english (reading/pronunciation), math (figuring out sizes of an elephants foot vs. a humans.), and art (drawing/labeling/coloring of visual aid).
Resources
1. If you do not want to include art and math in lesson, you could produce one visual on board or overhead and ignore the math exercise at all. 
2. The instrument and basic procedure for lesson could be used for all songs dealing with animals. (English text or not)
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
