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Grade Category Middle School 
Lesson Time 100 minutes (Two 50-minute periods)
Goals  
The students will play the piano and Sajat together in a small ensemble setting.
Objectives  
The students will identify that the D flat in the song Persian Market creates a Middle Eastern sound on the piano. The students will play correctly together in small ensembles with the piano and the sajat.
 

Content Standards  
2. Performing on instruments, alone and with others, a varied repertoire of music.
3. Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments.
5. Reading and notating music.
6. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
Materials 

1. Piano keyboards-16
2. Song: Persian Market p.14 (Bastien Lessons Book Level One)
3. 3 pair of Sajat
4. Tub notation for Sajat (Wahed wa nusf) p. 67 ROR
Student Skill Level 
1. The students identify the white notes C, D, E, F, G in the treble clef on the piano.
2. The students will identify F in the bass clef on the piano.  
3. The students will have worked on these notes one by one in the preceding weeks, playing 
simple songs to learn the six notes.
Procedure 
1. The students will identify that the D-flat accidental in the right hand for the song Persian Market has an unusual sound indigenous to the Middle East.
2. The students will play the D flat on the piano using the right hand
3. The teacher will demonstrate various finger exercises using the right hand notes: C, D-flat, E, F and G 
4. The students will echo the teacher as she plays these various finger exercises
5. The students will practice the first line of the song individually using the right hand.
6. The teacher will ask for several volunteers to share their playing of the first line.

7. The students will practice the second line using the right hand.
8. The students will practice the left hand alone (one note F)
9. The students will practice both hands together (about ten times through)

10. The teacher will demonstrate the Wahed wa nusf Sajat rhythm.

11. The students will copy the teacher using the Sajat in small groups of the three, the rest of the class will clap the rhythm.

12. The teacher will divide the class into groups of four.

13. Each group will practice on their own: Three students using sajat or clapping and one student playing the piano keyboard.  
14. The student groups will perform for the class
Student Product
The students will perform in small groups of four for their classmates. 

Assessment 
The evaluation will be participatory with a teacher observation.  The students’ final group performance will tell if the students have met the objective of the lesson.
Reflection 
Students like to work together to create a musical experience.  Allowing the students to pick their own groups can add to their willingness to learn and eagerness to perform for each other. If a piano keyboard lab is not available, one piano will work.  Students will have to take turns to complete the lesson.  The lesson may take several class periods longer.
