Average
Procedure


1. Begin this lesson like all others, with discussion of the geography and history of Egypt as explained in ROR pp. 62-65. 
2. Continue with listening to Chapter 10 on ROR CD. 
3. Review TUBS and demonstrate the correct way to play the sajat.  Be sure to have student repeat the pronunciation of the eight Egyptian rhythms found on p. 67 before playing. (Create an overhead with all rhythms written in TUBS for easier teaching) 
4. Review the African rhythms and have students find similarities. Lesson Extensions:


a. Combine the Sagat with the Djembe to play both African and Egyptian rhythms.

1. Evaluation based on active participation during class.

2. Students will perform the Dum (downbeats) and the Tak (upbeats) correctly.
