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Lesson Time 35-minute music class
Goals
Experience literature with instrument usage.
Objectives 
I really just want the students to enjoy the literature and the sound of the finger cymbals and the lighting effects.
Content Standards
3. Improvising melodies, variations, and accompaniments.
6. Listening to, analyzing, and describing music.
7. Evaluating music and music performances.
8. Understanding relationships between music, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.
Materials
1. Finger cymbals
2. The Very Lonely Firefly by Eric Carle
3. Flashlights
Student Skill Level
Beginner
Procedure
1. Students will have already played finger cymbals.
2. Students will be divided into groups.   5 students will have finger cymbals to play on the word light.
3. All other students will have flashlights that will shine on the book for teacher to read.

4. At the end of the book the students will flash their lights off and on as the story directs them to.
Student Product
The students will not have a final product to take home with them, but they will have expressed feelings and discussed the loneliness of the firefly and maybe their own experience of loneliness.   These feelings fit into the character traits that our students study with the guidance counselor.
Assessment
The students will be mesmerized by the story and will be silent at the end.   They will have a warm fuzzy feeling.
Ask the students how they felt while you were reading the book and when the book was finished.
Reflection
This needs to be read softly and the students should be seated in a clump around the book, so that they feel like a team.  
This will assist the learners who have disabilities with reading and might encourage those on the border who think that they don’t want to learn how to read.   Using literature in the music classrooms can only assist the efforts of the classroom teachers.
