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Grade Category 5th 
Lesson Time One fifty-minute class period

Goals 
1.  To clap and play sixteenth-note rhythm patterns from notation.

2.  To play rhythm patterns with dotted eighth dotted eighth and eighth, quarter eighth in two-four 
time from notation.

Objectives
1.  The students will read and clap sixteenth note patterns with the recording of the song. 

2.  The students will sing this Israeli Work Song in English and Hebrew using the correct 
pronunciation.

3.  The students will create and play an accompaniment on the sajat with a recording of the song, 
“Zum Gali Gali.”

Content Standards
1, 2, 3, 5, and 6

Materials
1.  CD and CD player

2.  Dry erase board

3.  Dry erase markers

4.  Forty large plastic spoons
5.  Forty small plastic spoons

6.  At least ten rolls of masking tape
7.  Directions for making the sajat (twenty sheets)
8.  Twenty maps on the Middle East
Student Skill Level 
Students should be able to read double eighth and double sixteenth notes from notation.  The students have been taught sixteenth, eighth, quarter, half, and whole notes since the third grade.

Procedure
1.  At the beginning of class, the teacher will introduce the song, “Zum Gali Gali,” by discussing its                                                                                              

culture.

2.  The teacher will have the music books distributed to the students in the class and ask the students to turn to page ninety-four.

3.  The teacher will say, “Class, describe what you hear in this song!”  “How is the rhythm different from “Mango Walk.”  (It is not syncopated).  “What instruments do you hear?” (Claves, tambourine, and hand drums).

4.  The teacher will say, “We’re going to make a simple instrument that is similar to the sajat of Egypt and play it along with the other instruments that you heard.”  The teacher will play a recording of a real sajat from the Roots of Rhythm CD. 

5.  The teacher discusses the sajat and its cultural background.   The teacher passes out directions for making the sajat and lets the students pick a partner to work with. 
6.  The teacher passes out to large spoons and two small spoons to all of the students. A roll of masking tape will be shared among every pair of students.  As the students are working, the teacher can walk around observing and helping students in need.

7.  The students should be finished in about ten minutes.  The teacher will demonstrate the correct way to play the spoons.

8.  The teacher plays a recording of “Zum Gali Gali” again, and asks the students to clap the rhythm that is written on the board. (Eighth connected to two sixteenths, four sixteenth notes connected, eighth connected to two sixteenth notes, and two eighth notes connected).

9.  The teacher asks a student to clap it for the class.  Since this student clapped it correctly, she asked the student to play it on his homemade sajat.  

10.  The teacher asks the whole class to play the rhythm on the board with the recording of

 “Zum Gali Gali.”  The teacher will say, “Now it is your turn to create a rhythm pattern to accompany this song.
11.  The teacher will ask the class to play their rhythm pattern one by one going around the room.

This can be done to the end of class.

Student Product
The students will label and color a map of the countries in the Middle East.
Assessment
The teacher has each student play the rhythm from “Zum Gali Gali”
on their homemade sajat.

Reflection
This song promotes learning because it is energetic and has familiar rhythms

that were used in other songs sung in class this year.
