Process 
1.  Make a transparency of p. 67 in Roots of Rhythm Curriculum or write on board.

2.  Listen to Roots of Rhythm CD:  Tracks 86, 87, and 88.  Students describe singing, instruments, what is happening?  Compare and Contrast the 3 recordings.  
3.  Discussion of Egypt, geography, history, and culture.
4.  Roots of Rhythm CD:  Listen and Say and pat/clap along with Sajat Rhythms: Wahed Wa Nusf, 89; Maqsoum, 90; and Masmoudi #1 91; Zaffah, 92; Saaidi, 93; Fellahi, 94.  Dum = pat.  Tak = clap.
5.  Transfer individual rhythms to drums, xylophones (C = Dum, G = Tak), and Sajat (finger cymbals).

6.  Combine any 2 or 3 rhythms and play.  Exchange rhythms and instruments.  
7.  Students create their own rhythms, write them, and play them.
