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Lesson Time 
20 minutes.  We will be repeating this each day as a warm-up to begin our class together.
Goals
My goal is to prepare the students for detailed listening skills and use this as a lead to their social studies, families.

Objective 
They should be able to hear and play a specific drum-beat within a body of other patterns.  This should also carry into their listening skills in their classroom.  The will be able to hear high/low, fast/slow, and know families interactions.

Content Standards
2, 6, 7, 8, 9.

Materials  
1. Sajat – from Egypt – 1 set per child

2. Kas – from Egypt – 1 set per child

3. TUBS notation – written on separate lines and very large

4. Tubano drums – large, medium, small

Skill Level 
1. The students have been prepared by previously learning how to read the TUBS notation and the precise holding and playing of each instrument being used.  
2. We will already have discussed their families and who is at their house.  
3. They will have written out their names.  
4. We will also have set each name to a TUBS pattern on their page.

Procedures
1. We will sit in groups to play our patterns.

2. Big Drums = Daddy names

3. Medium Drums =Mommy names

4. Small Drums = Sister or Brother names 

5. Whoever has the sajat will speak their name as you play its rhythm on the instrument 

6. We will take turns saying our own names until all nave had a turn.

Student Product
1. We will write out their TUBS notation to take home to perform with their family members 
using “found instruments” from their house.  
2. These will represent the low to high concept, the fast to slow concept by each member 
having a different skill level and able to create and interpret the rhythms they have 
created.  
3. This will also increase the interaction of each family member.  
Assessment
A visual and auditory assessment will occur with a rubric to explain levels of achievement.  The student:
