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Grade Category Middle School
 

Lesson Time 40-80 minutes (1-2 class periods)

Goals 
1. To have students play the main Egyptian rhythm, the wedding march rhythm, and the farmer's 
song rhythm on the finger-held cymbals.  
2. To invite the family from school who is Egyptian and visits there each summer to bring artifacts 
and share with the class. 

Objectives   
1. Students will learn the correct playing technique for both drums and finger cymbals to facilitate 
the playing of the above rhythms. 
2. A specific date will be set for the Egyptian family to present to the class.

Student Skill Level 
Students will have read about the history and culture of Egypt and will have had experience reading the TUBS style notation. 

Procedure
1. Students will practice the playing styles of the cymbals and drum heads 

2. Students will listen to first the traditional rhythm, then practice, following with the other two 
rhythms listed. 

3. Students will listen to the presentation given by the Egyptian family.

 

Student Product
Students will have analyzed and performed the three different rhythms of the culture.  

Assessment
Evaluation is participatory.

Can the students remember the patterns without reading them?  How do the rhythms reflect the titles?
